Luke 15:4-7 

 

Bible Truth: God is not just concerned with the 

“greatest” in the kingdom. He does not want 

even one little child to be lost. 

 

 

Jesus said … 

 

“Suppose one of you has a hundred sheep and 

loses one of them – what do you do? 

 

You leave the other ninety-nine sheep in the 

pasture and go looking for the one that got 

lost until you find it. 

 

When you find it, you are so happy that you 

put it on your shoulders and carry it back 

home.   

 

Then you can call your friends and neighbours 

together and say to them “I am so happy I 

found my lost sheep.  Let us celebrate!” 

 

In the same way, I tell you there will be more 

joy in heaven over one sinner who repents 

than over ninety-nine respectable people who 

do not need to repent”. 

 

In this parable Jesus is explaining every sheep 

is important to the shepherd. Even if only one 

is lost he will be couragous and search 

everywhere to find it.  Every person is 

important to God.
